DMC Plan Utah Board of Juvenile Justice

PLAN FOR REDUCING D.M.C.

1. One of the greatest areas of concern highlighted by the statewide DMC table was
the rate at which minority youth are being transferred to adult court. Although this
placement affects very few youth, it warrants further investigation because of the
seriousness of its impact on the youth. Further research, comparing the committing
offenses of the White and minority youth and the dispositions they receive in adult court,
should be conducted to help understand why this discrepancy exists.

Minorities are also more likely than their White counterparts to receive detention
or secure care placements. Further examination should look at severity of committing
offenses and chronicity of offenders, comparing Whites and minorities. This type of
analysis could help determine if the DMC is due to minority youth being placed in
detention or secure care on less severe charges and/or after fewer contacts with the
juvenile court. Another area for further research is legal representation among minority
youth. Currently the LEMY (Legal Equity for Minority Youth) program is being
implemented and evaluated in Utah County. Through this initiative, minority youth
(especially non-English speaking) will receive legal representation and the assistance of a
culturally competent attorney and social service worker. Additionally, judges, attorneys
and court staff will receive training in cultural competency. Through observation,
interviews with the youth and the court, and analysis of dispositions before and after
LEMY and in comparison to White defendants, the evaluation will seek to determine if
the LEMY program lessens the discrepancies between the dispositions that White and
minority youth receive.

Probation placement is considered an early intervention. In the state as a whole
and in Salt Lake County, minority youth are more likely to receive it than Whites.
Chronicity of offender should be examined to determine if minority youth are being
placed on probation after fewer contacts with the juvenile court.

Lastly, community placement is an important component in the model of
continuum of care that was not examined in the DMC table. Over the past quarter century
UBJJ has worked on providing community placement options that serve as alternatives to
detention and secure care for less severe juvenile offenders. However, when minority-
appropriate placements are not available, those youth may end up placed in a more
restrictive setting than their White counterparts who have community services available
to them. Further research should analyze community placement from a historical
perspective to determine how many culturally-appropriate community placements are
currently available to minority youth and how these type of placements have grown and
changed as the population of Utah has become more racially and ethnically diverse.

2. Utah planned the following activities in its FY03-05 Three-Year Plan:

The Utah Board of Juvenile Justice, Commission on Criminal and Juvenile Justice and the
Commission on Racial and Ethnic Fairness in the Criminal and Juvenile Justice System will
cooperatively participate in the following activities:
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1. Recommendations made by the UBJJ and the Commission regarding data collection
will be included in the Juvenile Information System re-engineering project.

2. Cultural competency training curricula will be kept current and training will continue
to be offered throughout the state.

3. All sub grantee applicants will be required to address cultural competency as a
required element in each grant application.

4. All sub grantees will be required to report ethnicity and race of youth served by
project activities.

The UBJJ has continued its close working relationship with the Commission on
Racial and Ethnic Fairness in the Criminal and Juvenile Justice System. What follows is
a report on the above activities:

1. The recommendations made by the UBJJ and the Commission regarding data
collection have been included in the CARE system (Courts Agencies’ Records
Exchange). Racial data is a required field in the new system and reflects the
racial and ethnic categories used by the U.S. Census.

2. Cultural competency training curricula has been kept current and continues to
be required for every employee of the Courts and Division of Youth
Corrections.

3. All sub grantee applicants for the Formula Grant are required to address
cultural competency as a required element in each grant application. Cultural
competency makes up ten percent of the score for new sub grantees.
Continuation grants are also required to address cultural competency in their
application as well.

4. All sub grantees are now required to report ethnicity and race of youth served
by project activities. This information is now required on the cover sheet of
quarterly progress reports submitted by sub grantees.

Utah also planned to increase the availability of community based diversion
programs that provide specialized services for minority youth. Utah’s DMC efforts
included funding for eight separate projects in FY03. There were two second-year
projects targeting Native American youth on the Ute and Navajo reservations. The Ute
tribe received $33,349.00 to provide drug and alcohol counseling for youth involved in
the tribal juvenile court. The project will have served approximately 80 tribal youth. The
Navajo Nation has collaborated with Utah State University in a grant worth $50,515.00 to
implement the University’s Youth and Families with Promise program on the reservation.
Tribal youth attending elementary school on the reservation are matched with mentors
from the community or tribal high schools. Weekly activities work to strengthen family
bonds, improve academic performance and prevent delinquent acts and other problem
behaviors. The project will have served approximately 40 Navajo youth.

Two other projects provide services to Hispanic youth. A private, non-profit
organization, Poder Para la Familia Hispana has received second year funding of
$19,237.50 to provide Hispanic, probation youth and their parents with group counseling
sessions and parenting groups. Approximately 45 youth and 55 parents have participated
with the project. Weber State University received $30,000.00 to sponsor a project in
Ogden Utah. The project provides numerous services including translation services for
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school related issues to Spanish-speaking parents of elementary and middle school age
youth. The project also provides mentoring and tutoring services along with conflict
resolution training. More than 700 youth have been served by this valuable project.

Another project serves inner-city minority youth by providing a six-week life
skills program for first-time offenders. The curriculum was developed with cultural
competency in mind. The project, Comin’ Up, received $56,250.00 in its third year of
funding. It will have served nearly 80 youth by year’s end.

The Board also funded three new projects targeting different minority populations
in Utah and Salt Lake Counties. The Youth Refugees of Utah project received $20,000
to assist nearly forty immigrant youth to transition to American society. This is done
through television production projects developed by participating youth. The project has
recently received attention at the national level for its work. A delinquency prevention
project for Vietnamese youth was also spearheaded for $29,000. This project provides
gang and substance abuse intervention/prevention for Vietnamese youth. Finally, the
Board funded the LEMY (Legal Equity for Minority Youth) project in Utah County at a
cost of $60,000 for nine months. This project provides culturally competent legal
assistance and social service workers for minority youth, cultural competency training for
Judges and court staff. Juvenile law and procedure training for local attorneys will also
be provided.

All told, the Board dedicated $289,869 or 37% of available FY03 Formula Grant
funds toward DMC projects.

Utah’s DMC Committee meets on a monthly basis as a subcommittee of the Utah
Board of Juvenile Justice (Utah’s SAG). The Committee also worked with the
Commission for Racial and Ethnic Fairness in Criminal and Juvenile Justice to encourage
all state and municipal organizations to include a cultural competency requirement in
their RFP’s. This will be included in the Commission’s annual report. Model language
was provided which the Utah Board of Juvenile Justice used in its Title Il RFP in March
2004. The Committee is also working to eliminate legalese from juvenile court
proceedings. This will help to qualify more interpreters as there will be fewer legal-
specific terms to translate. The Committee is also working to produce a video in several
languages outlining juvenile rights and procedures. Finally, the Committee reviews the
entry rate of racial data in the new CARE system on a monthly basis.

3. The UBJJ will continued its close working relationship with the Commission on
Racial and Ethnic Fairness in the Criminal and Juvenile Justice System will cooperatively
participate in the following activities in FY04:

1. Monitor the entry of racial data in the CARE system. In FYO03 the entry rate
was only 75%. The lack of racial data directly impacts the ability to measure
DMC in Utah’s system. Current reports show that FY04 data is being entered
at approximately 89%. The goal is to reach 95% reporting of racial data in the
CARE system.
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2. Ensure that cultural competency training will continue to be offered
throughout the state.

3. Ensure that all sub grantees providing services to youth meet cultural
competency requirements.

4. Encourage all agencies providing services within the juvenile justice system
provide services in a culturally competent manner.

5. Gather data to determine the number of minority youth participating in
Formula Grant projects.

6. Conduct further research to identify causes of disproportionate minority
representation in Utah’s Juvenile Justice System.

7. Continue to sponsor projects designed to reduce Utah’s disproportionate
representation of minority youth in the juvenile justice system.

The ongoing research into the disproportionality found in Utah will drive any new
Formula Grant projects. At a minimum Utah plans to sponsor five projects targeting
minority youth. This reduction in programming is due to a reduction in the availability of
Formula Grant Funds.

Appendix A

Methodology for U.S. Census 2000 Data Entries

The most recent population data available was from the 2000 U.S. Census.
Hispanic population is comprised of all Hispanic youth regardless of Race. White
population is comprised of White (Non-Hispanic) youth. All other Races are comprised
of that Race alone. Due to this methodology, youth who report being Hispanic and some

Race other than White may be duplicated in this population count.

Methodology for BCI (Bureau of Criminal Identification)
Calendar Year 2002 Data Entries
The most recent juvenile arrest rates data available was calendar year 2002 BCI
data. Asian and Pacific Islander rates are combined in this dataset. Hispanic rates were

subtracted from the White racial category.
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Appendix C

Methodology for JIS (Juvenile Information System) FY2003 Data Entries

Around a quarter of the cases in the JIS were missing Race data. Therefore cases
entered into the model for the state of Utah represent only 75.3% of the episodes in the
JIS, the other 24.7% were unknown and excluded from the analysis. In the Salt Lake
County model 28.8% of the episodes were excluded because of missing Race data. The
Utah County and Weber County models exclude 23.6% and 27.0% episodes,
respectively, due to missing Race data.

“Cases” entered into the OJJDP DMC model were selected from episodes in the JIS data.
Episodes were selected by unique dispositions within a grouping of similar intake decisions for
one youth on one hearing date. For example, if one youth had three entries in the database on one
hearing date and two of them were reviews and one was a petition, at least two entries would be
selected for the episode. Furthermore, if the two review entries had different dispositions, then
each of those would be included also. However, if the dispositions were the same, then only the
first unique combination of intake decision and disposition would be selected.

Each of the eight categories in the OJJDP DMC model that were populated with

JIS data were created by selecting episodes where the intake decision and/or disposition
comprised an action that could be defined within the category. The following lists explain

which episodes were included in each of the eight categories.
